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County Open Space
Policy Being Revamped

he County Is re-evaluating community
open space (212 areas throughout the county)
that are currently held in trust by the
Department of Recreation and Parks. A new
law has been passed regarding these open
spaces which calls for them to be turned over
to commumity associations in 2007. This is
being reviewed by the county’s lawvers.

At the present time, residents whose land
abuts these areas are responsible for ther
upkeep because the county does not have any
money to maintain them. There 1s no money in
¢ trust per Tom Donlin, Chief Administrator
of Recreation and Parks. If these areas are
turned over to the Community Associations,
tax 1ssues may be among the problen
may arise. Barlowe Field is the only open
space area in Olde Mill that was turned over to
